THE CONSTITUTION

The Association shall be known as Lant and Bittern
Streets Tenants and Residents Association.

The objects of the Association shall be:

- to promote the exercise of tenants' and residents'
rights and' the maintenance and improvement of their
housing conditions, amenities and environment;

Membership shall be open, irrespective of sex, race,
nationality, disability, appearance, sexuality, gender
identity and political or religious belief, to all tenants
and residents of Lant estate living in Lant, Trundle,
Bittern and Redman.

All eligible persons living within the area of benefit of
Lant and Bittern Streets TRA shall be considered to

be in membership of the Association unless they write
to the membership. The Secretary will ensure that all
members within the area of benefit will be issued with

a Constitution and information on any amer:tdments.

6. It shall be a condition of membership that members at
all times conduct themselves in a reasonable manner

at meetings or in premises used by the Association.
